While attending the annual Comic Con in San Diego he ran into actor Seth Green (Austin Powers, Buffy
the Vampire Slayer) and a friendship blossomed over their mutual love of action figures. Thus an idea was struck to
take a loving swipe at everything from Star Wars to George Bush by animating their beloved toys. But what has a
Robot Chicken got to do with anything? Seth Green explains: “Um, “Robot Chicken” was a dish from the Chinese
restaurant where we ordered take-out.”
