Constructed on a beach in South Sulawesi using loca | materials, this dream vessel can be chartered for an
unforgettable journey around the Indonesian archipe lago. Traditional in design and crafted by hand, Tiger Blue
explores Indonesia’s 17,000 islands and their prist ine waters, beaches, coves and volcanoes throughout the year.

At impressive 34 metres (112 feet) in length and 7.5 metres (25 feet) beam she is fitted with spacious cabins and a
beautiful teak deck perfect for sunbathing and rela xing. A nine-strong crew include a chef, laundry bo y and dive
master who look after guests on and off the boat as she sails at an average speed of ten knots between anchorages.

From March until September, Tiger Blue is based aro und Komodo Island, and accessible from Bali, where skipper
Wouter van den Houten will lead dives and snorkels to discover the magnificent coral reefs and abundan t fish life.

Guests can also go game fishing and wakeboarding; t ake walks on uninhabited beaches, trails to hunt fo r Komodo
dragons, visits to local villages and volcano hikes .

Tiger Blue then relocates to the Raja Ampat islands in the far east of Indonesia between December and February —
an area reputed to have the highest diversity of co ral life in the world.

A more remote location, this area features lush jungle scenery abundant with animals and birds beside its
spectacular marine life.

Much remains unchanged since Alfred R.Wallace sailed through the Indonesian islands in the 1850s and r ecorded
his adventures in The Malay Archipelago and, as one of the titles in the library below dec k, guests can re-live his
explorations onboard.

They can also enjoy a customary selection of South East Asian food as well as European dishes throughout their
stay which is prepared with fresh fish, barbeques a nd curries as specialities.

With her maiden voyage and sea trials completed, Tiger Blue can be chartered for a minimum of one week for up to
ten guests.
