Ashton & Hayward 
Ashton & Hayward was set up by Karen Ashton to deve lop independent arts projects. Their approach is to  work on energised one-off events or 
series of projects that celebrate art and frivolity  and present artists and artworks in interesting an d involving ways to their audience. In 2003 she 
developed the Art Car Boot Fair Project, beginning with the 2003 London to Brighton Art Car Boot Fair and Rally as part of the Brighton Photo 
Biennial. This was followed by the standalone and hugely successful 2004, 2006, 2007 and 2008 Art Car Boot Fair events in London working with a 
variety of artists, performers, fashion designers and DJ’s.  
 

Vanessa Fristedt (Aka Swedish Blonde) 
Vanessa Fristedt is responsible for all the design elements of the Art Car Boot Fair event and web-sit e and now collaborating with Karen Ashton for 
Pretty Taxing. Hackney-based Fristedt is an avid Lo ndon fan who works as a freelance graphic designer,  designing brands, packaging and websites. 
Other activities include filming everything and any thing, performances from strip teasing to ventriloq uism and generally taking her inspiration from the 
art world. Her philosophy rides on the importance i n maintaining a balance in life – the art inspires her designs and vice versa.

He featured in the 2006 Vauxhall Art Car Boot Fair before wowing the fashion brigade at Fashion East’s London Fashion Week show and his 
collections are now in high end fashion emporiums i ncluding Dover Street Market and Matches. He’s all over the international fashion press and had 
the rare honour of being featured in both American and British Vogue in the same month. His colourful and youthful clothes are regularly sported by 
fashion luminaries such as Agyness Deyn and Daisy Lowe.

Pam Hogg  
In 1989 ID magazine heralded Pam Hogg as 'not just one of the most inventive and innovative Fashion designers in the UK, she is also one of the 
most unorthodox’. Two decades years later, with her  latest collection getting snapped up by top indie fashion store Browns, Pam’s back centre stage 
in fashion though she never really left the scene. One of the original Blitz kids, a key influence on alternative London along with close friends Debbie 
Harry, Bobby Gillespie, Billy Mackenzie, Leigh Bowery and Siouxe Sioux, Pam Hogg has always been a mistress of re-invention, an icon of our 
times. Her first design for Pretty Taxing is ‘Road Hogg’, featuring Pam behind the wheel, eternally co ol, blazing another trail! 
 
Natasha Law 
Natasha Law was born in 1970 and lives and works in  London. Educated at Camberwell College of Arts in South London she is best known for her 
inky sexy line drawings and vibrant block colour pa intings, which lie on the boundary between art and fashion. Alternating between the traditional 
genres of nude and portraiture, the saturated colou rs also lend a near-abstract quality to the works, turning these figurative pieces into a complex 
composition of coloured shapes. Her latest work is being showcased at Matches Marylebone High Street f rom 21 November to 23 December, an 
installation involving window designs, new painting s and works on paper and a limited edition silk sca rf design. 
 
Stuart Semple  
Squarely straddling the art/fashion cusp and featur ing in the Independent’s 2008 list of ‘20 Best up-a nd-coming artists’ Stuart tackles themes of 
mass and popular culture with his updated Warhol ae sthetic. He has become one of the leading exponents  of a new generation of artists tackling 
concepts of mass and popular culture through showin g works in a string of international exhibitions an d Biennales. Stuart’s solo exhibition ‘Fake 
Plastic Love’ in London attracted record breaking n umbers during last year’s Frieze art fair. Critical acclaim has also been received for his curated 
group exhibitions; most recently ‘Mashups, post pop  fragments and detournements’ at London’s Kowalsky Gallery, as well as his collaboration with 
Selfridges for ‘Cult of Denim’ and his fashion labe l Noi Wear.
