Acquired by Directors Nonna Materkova and Peter Malik,
Calvert 22 is undergoing a process of renewal and will launch as
a fully-fledged art gallery in 2009. The idea for a pop-up
exhibition in the undeveloped space before renovation
commences came out of a conversation with Outset
Contemporary Art Fund.
